Year 2 have planned an exciting visit to the National Gallery in Trafalgar Square as part of our learning
quest topic: Mad for Madagascar.

Please indicate whether
your child will require a school packed lunch by 2.00 pm on Wednesday 27 March so that the kitchen can
order the food before the Easter holiday. Plegse do not order lunch for your child if you are going to send
your own packed lunch.
